README for Carousel MS-DOS Tools
Carousel MicroTools Inc. was a company formed by Phil Scherrer, Deborah Scherrer, Sam Penny, and Tom Strong to produce and distribute a version of the Software Tools for microcomputers.    The company and products were described in an article in Byte Magazine, Vol. 8 #11, November 1983, “The Software Tools – Unix Capabilities on Non-Unix Systems”, pp. 430-446.  This article is provided with the distribution.

Carousel developed a set of tools for CP/M and a set for MS-DOS.   This directory contains the MS-DOS tools.  The disks were for MS-DOX 2.x – 5¼” disks, 9 sector SS IBM-PC format.  These disks were graciously translated to something reasonable by Garry and Larry Kraemer (ggkraemer@gmail.com).


The collection includes:
1. Use-a-Toolkit (5 disks)  
2. Builder ToolBook (3 disks)
3. Online Manual ToolBook (2 disks)
4. Proprietary Manual Source (2 disks)
5. Proprietary Library Source Package (1 disk)
6. BigFiles ToolBook (3 disks)
7. make Add-a-ToolKit (1 disk) 
8. Documents
9. A set of MS-DOS related disks used to create the other packages
10. Original compressed files from Garry Kraemer
Process
Garry & Larry Kraemer had to copy and rebuild about 15 floppies using one of 3 methods:
diskcopy (DOS)
Kryoflux board (SW/HW)
Imagedisk (SW)  
When one would fail, they tried the other two until they had a good copy of all the floppies.

Garry forgot the name of the chemical they used on the floppies, but  said “it worked great in lubricating the floppies.  I’m still amazed we were able to read 1984 floppies!” Ultimately, they ended up with images of the floppies in ImageDisk and Kryoflux raw (preservation) and *.img format.  Garry also took photos of each floppy label so we would know which floppy was the source and could document version information.

Garry uploaded the originals to a google drive.  These were the key files: 


· XCOPY_Files - DOS Xcopy of all files on each DOS floppy. *.*/s/v of each disk.  Does NOT preserve the OS.
· Kryoflux_Images - Kryoflux HW/SW tool to create archival images (Special format).  .img and preservation files (.raw – by track)
· ImageDisk_Images - (*imd)
· DOCS - contains all of the extracted documentation (contained on disks CMT016/CMT017) for Software Tools. These are the same as the printed documents included in the original product.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Photos - Photos of the floppies.  Garry numbered them and used the number in the subdir naming.
· BYTE_11_1983.pdf - Byte Magazine article explaining Carousel Software Tools

Deborah Scherrer downloaded the files, matched the floppy photos with the various files, renamed, and reorganized them.  Both the originals and the organized files are provided here.
